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About The Feast of Tabernacles Celebration . . .PRIVATE 

Warm greetings from Jerusalem!

Since its inception in 1980 the Christian celebration of the Feast of Tabernacles, sponsored by the International Christian Embassy Jerusalem, has been a vital and central part of our ministry of comforting Israel (Isaiah 40:1).  Pilgrims come from many nations to worship the Lord, pray for the peace of Jerusalem, and to bless Israel in this time of re-gathering.  We believe that celebrating the Feast each year honours the Lord in anticipation of the fulfillment of the words spoken by Zechariah when “the nations...shall come up from year to year to worship the King, the Lord of Hosts, and to keep the Feast of Tabernacles' (Zecharia 14:16).

The Christian Feast of Tabernacles is held during the Jewish celebration of Succot. It is a celebration of unity, joy, rest, restoration and ingathering.  Traditionally it celebrates the gathering in of the harvest, the coming of the rains, the protection and the provision of God.  It was at this Feast (where part of the ceremony included the pouring out of water before the Lord) that Jesus stood in the Temple and said, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to me and drink.  He who believes in me, as the Scripture has said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living water” (John 7:37-38).

During the seven days of the Feast, a daily program of seminars and teaching is offered and each evening concludes with a time of worship.  These evening celebrations are especially noted for their expression of worship in music and dance.  Those who have gathered from all over the world join their hearts as one to glorify God and to pray for the coming of His Kingdom - in Israel - and in all the earth.  There are a variety of other events, including a special evening set aside for Israeli guests.  It is attended by thousands of people from this land, many being Soviet Jewish immigrants.  Opportunities are also given for the pilgrims to demonstrate, in practical ways, their love for the people of Israel and to pray for the peace of Jerusalem.

We believe that the Lord specifically handpicks the people each year who come to serve at the Feast and puts the desire in their heart to serve, sacrifice and be stretched by Him during their time in Jerusalem.  Ministering at the Feast will test you in many ways - spiritually, physically, and financially – and the rewards Jesus promised hold true - you will also "reap what you sow" for His Kingdom!  Many of those who have served in previous celebrations witness of the rich blessings they have reaped from their labor of love.  We trust that the reward God has promised to those who bless Israel will be yours in fullest measure. (Genesis 12:3)

As you serve those who come up from the nations to celebrate the Feast, the blessing you bestow will in turn flow out to the ends of the earth!

· All audition recordings should be recent (not more than 2 years old. Electronic files and/or weblinks can be sent to: music@icej.org 

f. Your completed costume measurement form. (Musician, vocalist, dance, jubilee, usher, hostess).

	Each person serving in the ministry of the Feast of Tabernacles must pay the required fee to help defray the cost of accommodation and board, the ICEJ subsidises 40% - 60% of the total cost for each volunteer. MUSIC, DANCE & RELATED

	COSTUME DEPARTMENT - Length of Service:  One to three months
	MUSIC DEPT: VOCALISTS – Length of Service: approx. three weeks

	This work begins about five months before the Feast creating all the beautiful costumes worn by dancers, worship team, ushers and hostesses. The costume department needs seamstresses, people to iron, fold and categorize costumes, etc.  You must be willing to follow close directions and work long hours. It is not necessary to be here for five months, you can choose to serve for shorter periods of time.
	Vocalists are needed for the Feast worship ensemble.  Sight reading skills are helpful, along with the ability to adapt to various musical styles.



	DANCE COMPANY: JUBILEE - Length of Service: approx three weeks
	MUSIC ADMINISTRATIVE ASSISTANT – Length of service: three weeks to one month

	Requirements for the pageantry team include background training in the use of banners, flags, props and fabric billows. A basic movement vocabulary (ballet, Israeli folk, and interpretive) and the ability to retain choreography is vital.   
	Under the direction of the Music Dept you would be involved in all aspects of Music and Dance administration. This would include general office and secretarial work as well as safekeeping of musical / dance equipment and personal items. Responsibility for access control to office and stores is required.

	DANCE COMPANY : TABERNACLE - Length of Service: approx. three weeks
	STAGE PRODUCTION - Length of Service:  Two weeks

	Requirements for the main dance company include at least 2 years of full-time technical training (or intermediate level equivalent) in ballet, jazz, modern and improvisational dance styles. Due to limited preparation time, the ability to incorporate and retain choreography quickly is vital. 


	This department requires people with artistic skills who would be responsible for working with props and maintaining and dressing the stage at the Feast. You must be creative and willing to work long hours.

	MUSIC DEPT: MUSICIANS - Length of Service: approx. three weeks
	TECHNICAL PRODUCTION - Length of Service:  Two weeks

	Instrumentalists are needed to build a full orchestra and rhythm section.  The ability to read music and retain information is required in this fast-paced work environment. 
	This department requires individuals with experience in the technical aspects of theatrical productions.  Audio, lighting, stage management, multimedia creation and projection are all supervised by the technical production team.  You must be willing to work long hours.


FEAST OFFICE & RELATED

	AUDIO & PHOTOGRAPHIC  DUPLICATION DEPARTMENT - Length of Service:  Approx 10 days
	MEDIA DEPARTMENT - Length of Service:  three weeks

	This department is responsible for the recording of seminars and their duplication for distribution via ICEJ Resources. Experience in recordings, sound systems, etc is necessary. You may also be asked to help with handing out translation headsets at night.

Professional experience in SLR photos, downloading and renaming of digital images is needed for those applying for the photographic arm of this ministry.
	Volunteers must be English speakers, possess good communication and/or writing skills and have an interest in Middle East current affairs.

Applicants would preferably have some experience dealing with the press, be self-motivated and willing to work under pressure as part of a team.

	BOOTH SALES/RESOURCES - Length of Service: 10 days to three weeks
	REGISTRATION - Length of Service:  Two weeks to one month

	This department is responsible for manning the ICEJ Booth. The selling of books, CDs, DVDs and ICEJ material requires responsible, level-headed, hard-working people. Good people-skills are required, along with the ability to perform transactions in different currencies.
	Excellent computer skills are required in the registration of international and local delegates. The ability to navigate databases, the internet and follow updated changes diligently is essential. Whilst English is necessary, bilingualism in Dutch, Finnish, French, German, Hebrew, Portuguese and Spanish would be advantageous. 

A.     Several people are needed to arrive early for data entry and set up.

B.      The main group will come two weeks later to serve in registration.

	CATERING – Length of Service: Two weeks to one month
	SECURITY - Length of Service:  Approx 10 days

	You will assist the Embassy chef with the preparation and service of meals as required through the duration of the Feast period, Snacks, receptions, take-away meals, media functions, staff meals and last-minute requests encompass this portfolio. Naturally, cleaning, collection and storage are involved.
	This department seeks men with previous experience in security and access control. Key attributes would be an awareness of public safety, an eye for monitoring movements and a keen sense of public relations. You need to be able to work as a team, show initiative and project an image of control. Requirements include stamina and the ability to work under stress.

	FIRST AID
	

	This department provides basic first-aid and emergency response during the Feast, both at the various Feast venues and in residency at the volunteers’ accommodation. A qualification in nursing or as paramedic is required.
	


GENERAL

	AJ’s CLUB - Length of Service:  Two weeks to one month
	TRANSLATION/HEADSETS - Length of Service:  Approx 10 days

	This is our children’s ministry arm. If you have experience and the gift of children’s ministry, this is for you. We require volunteers to help in a nursery (0-2 years), a 3-6 year old group and a 6-12 year old group. You would need to be available to help with crafts, lesson plans and set-up at least one week before the Feast (longer would be advantageous).
	Under the direction of our Mail Dept this area of ministry involves putting together the thousands of registration packs and the distribution of the hundreds of translation sets. A neat, orderly approach to your work is needed here. 

The second arm of this department is that of the translating of seminar speakers. Upon application we will advise what languages are needed and the existing availabilities. Many tour groups arrive with their own translators so this information cannot be readily given until we are notified accordingly.



	HOUSING - Length of Service:  Three weeks to one month
	TRANSPORT – Three weeks to one month

	This department is primarily responsible for the board, lodging and transportation of the Feast volunteers.  Flexibility, a servant’s heart, basic computer knowledge, coordination of transport needs, and an ability to work under direction are prerequisites.
	You will be responsible for the transportation needs of the Feast, as outlined by the Housing Dept. This would include airport runs, shuttling volunteers between venues, transportation of supplies, and staff/guests as directed. A valid driver’s license is required and knowledge of routes in and around Jerusalem would be advantageous.

	LOGISTICS - Length of Service:  Three weeks to one month
	USHERING - Length of Service:  Two weeks

	The Logistics department is the “glue” that holds all the departments together. Logistics interacts and provides a service of servant-heartedness to all! Stage construction, painting, general maintenance, and movement of kitchen utilities, computers, media/resources, office set-up and the transportation of much more. Strength, stamina and patience are needed to help you through these long hours. There will be midnight set-ups, pack downs and a final pack down/clean up when everyone else has finished! 
	The orderly functioning of an event of this magnitude could never take place without a well-primed and cohesive ushering department. It is essential that you are able to work as a team, are able to take instruction, are willing to be servant-hearted yet firm and have the capacity and stamina to stand for long periods. You need people-skills, flexibility and good health!


FEE SCHEDULE

We have attempted to keep the volunteer fees as economical as possible.   

Factors determining your Fees are: Length of Service, Accommodations & Locality.

Volunteer service is divided into three basic periods with three basic cost structures:

Herewith the anticipated amounts:

With board (2 meals per day) and lodging:

3 weeks plus (±10 Sept – 1 Oct) – 2270NIS 

2 weeks (±15 Sept – 1 Oct) – 1755NIS

7-11 days (± 20 Sept – 1 Oct) – 1340NIS minimum

With board only (one main meal a day at the Embassy, or as advised):

One month – 650NIS, 3 weeks – 550NIS, 2 weeks – 300NIS minimum

Please note that these dates are only approximate to assist you in planning. Final dates of service will be confirmed on your acceptance letter

Extra days and the costs thereof around these basic periods will be advised. Your fee (excluding any extra days) will be noted on your acceptance letter.

 Arrivals prior to early check in time mean an extra day’s cost. IE any arrival before 10am of the day in question (unless you are prepared to sit and wait in the lobby until your bed is available).Check out time is vacating your room at or before 10am on the morning of the final day you have registered.

   (Keep in mind that the total cost is subsidized by the ICEJ, 40-60%)
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Terms and Conditions for short-term ministry at the

Feast of Tabernacles 

As a worker at the Feast of Tabernacles, you must:

· Be at least 18 years of age.

· Have a full personal commitment to Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord.

· Realize that this is a ministry unto the Lord, and as such, be willing to accept the spiritual cover and practical leadership of the International Christian Embassy and its designated Feast leaders during the season of your service.

Regarding your financial responsibilities you must:

· As an International Worker with Embassy accommodations be prepared to:

· Pay your own way to and from Jerusalem.

· Pay the required fee to help defray the costs of your accommodation while in Jerusalem. (ICEJ Subsidy = 40-60%)

· Accept responsibility for your own personal expenses during your stay, including transportation to and from the airport. 

· Arrange travel/medical insurance coverage for your time in Israel, prior to your coming.

· Please Note:  WITHOUT PROOF OF ADEQUATE INSURANCE COVERAGE WHILE IN ISRAEL, YOU CANNOT PARTICIPATE AS A FEAST TEAM MEMBER.

· As a Local Worker without Embassy accommodations be prepared to:

· Contribute towards the cost of your meals and be responsible for any transportation expenses you may incur. 

Concerning Feast responsibilities, you are requested:

· To be in Jerusalem at the date of commitment and to fulfill all duties required by your position for the duration of the Feast; to remain until the last event of the Feast has taken place.

· To understand that you have come to minister, and not to be ministered to; to expect long work hours and many situations that will be both physically and spiritually challenging, and to accept that it will not be possible to attend many Feast activities as a regular pilgrim.

· To vacate your lodging on the designated date, unless otherwise stated by the Housing Department.

For its part, the International Christian Embassy will:

· Make arrangements for your accommodation for the duration of your service with us for the Feast.  (Further housing details will be sent with your acceptance packet).

· Provide your breakfast and main meal each day (for all board and lodging packages), either at the Embassy itself, at the International Conference Center Jerusalem, or at your place of accommodation.

· Please know also that all those who come to serve at the Feast are continually upheld in prayer, by the staff members at the Embassy and the Feast administration team, as well as by our members in countries all around the world.  


We deeply appreciate the sacrifice of love you are making.

If you are accepted on the Feast Short-term ministry team, you will be mailed an acceptance letter along with forms (travel schedule, medical insurance, etc) that must be completed and returned to the ICEJ.
